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Yes, you have a dog of breeding 
quality. However, if you are not active 
in showing or working your dog think 
very carefully about your reason for 

breeding.  Breeding is a serious 
responsibility. Have a goal – have a 

plan. NEVER breed just to make 
money selling puppies.

Did you get a 3 
or 5 generation
